· Information submitted may be used in the promotion of the National Independent Living Awards in media and digital media releases.

· Award winners may be filmed or interviewed and information may also be published on the Breakthrough UK website.
· Nominations sent by post must arrive no later than 5.00pm Monday 24 October 2011.

· Nominations sent by email must be received no later than 5.00pm Monday 24 October 2011.

· Late nominations unfortunately will not be considered.

· Nominations are open to individuals and/or organisations or groups of people. 

· All nominations must be from British citizens residing in the UK.
