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Breakthrough is pleased to announce that we have successfully bid for funding from the Get Connected Project, run by the Social Care Institute for Excellence.
This money will enable us to support our clients to be introduced to the world of IT and become more independent.

We often find at Breakthrough that disabled people have not had opportunities to gain skills in using computers and the internet which others take for granted. This excludes people from all sorts of social opportunities. 

The equipment bought will enable our clients to:

· Learn new skills in a supportive environment, benefiting from peer support from other disabled people. 

· Access the internet to source services to purchase with their individual budgets, with support from staff. This will increase people’s choice and control over the services they use.
· Study qualifications using I.T. and search for employment & education opportunities.

The service will include training for disabled people on how to use this I.T. equipment and on how to access the internet for personal and social reasons. It will promote online communication and networking with other people, whilst also promoting independence.

Breakthrough currently works with disabled people in Greater Manchester and Merseyside, and this service will be available in these areas.
